Dr. Salem Nanjundaiah Subba Rao, affectionately
known as “Bhaiji,” was a distinguished Gandhian,
freedom fighter, and social worker who
dedicated his life to promoting peace, non-
violence, and youth empowerment in India. Early
Life and Inspiration: Born on February 7, 1929, in
Bangalore, Karnataka, Dr. Subba Rao was deeply
influenced by Mahatma Gandhi’s principles from
ayoung age. At just 13, he actively participated in
the Quit India Movement, demonstrating his
commitment to India’s independence struggle.

Contributions to Society : Youth Mobilization: In 1971, Dr. Subba Rao founded the
National Youth Project, organizing numerous national-level youth camps to inspire
and mobilize young Indians towards nation-building activities.

Rehabilitation of Dacoits: He played a pivotal role in the surrender and
rehabilitation of over 600 dacoits in the Chambal Valley, showcasing the
transformative power of non-violence and compassion.

Promotion of Gandhian Values: Throughout his life, Dr. Subba Rao remained
steadfast in promoting Gandhian principles, organizing peace marches, and
fostering communal harmony across the nation.

Recognitions and Awards: Dr. Subba Rao’s unwavering dedication to social service
earned him several accolades, including the Jamnalal Bajaj Award for Constructive
Workin 2006.

Bhai ji dedicated all his life to the nation and for the social work. He was far away
from the publicity and even he did not accept the greater national Padma Bhushan
Award.

YUVAAN & Bhaijee -

The Yuvan initiative was inaugurated by Bhaiji on November 1, 2013. Prior
to this, in 2012 and 2015, Bhaiji had entrusted Team Yuvan with the responsibility of
organizing the ‘National Integration Youth Camp’ in Ahilyanagar city, a task the
team successfully accomplished. “One hour for the body, one hour for the
nation”—this powerful message from Bhaiji continues to guide Team Yuvan.

Through Yuvan, the team conducts regular constructive programs in the
city, including two free residential hostels for underprivileged youth, a competitive
exam library, study rooms, and motivational programs. Beyond this, Yuvan
volunteers actively extend their assistance across the country during natural and
man-made disasters.

During the COVID-19 crisis, Yuvan carried out remarkable relief efforts
nationwide. With the support of NYP, effective relief operations were conducted
during the Chennai floods (2016), Kerala floods (2019), Kolhapur-Mahad floods in
Maharashtra (2021), and most recently, during the 2024 landslide in Wayanad,
Kerala. Inspired by Bhaiji, thousands of young individuals across the country are

The camp brought together participants
from 23 states and 4 union territories of India,
along with international representation from
Indonesia and Nepal. This diversity highlighted
the camp's commitment to fostering global unity.

Senior members like Dr. Ransingh Parmar
(Founder Secretary, NYP) and Karayil
Sukumaran (Treasurer, NYP) played integral
roles in organizing the event. Other key
contributors included Camp Director
Madhusudan Das (Madhu Bhai, Trustee
NYP), State Convenor Vinay Gupta,
Chairperson Chudamani Yadav and Vice-
chairperson Sumit Sharma, senior officials of
NYP Dharmendra Bhai, Narendra Bhai and
Shital Jain.

Structure and Activities

The camp's meticulously planned timetable
ensured discipline and engagement for all
participants. Each day began with an early
morning rise at 4:55 a.m., followed by a youth
song, "Nav Jawan Ao Re," a tradition initiated by
Bhai Ji 50 years ago. The daily schedule
included yoga sessions, led by energetic youth
like Pratik Pradhan and experts such as Miss
Yog Jyoti and Yogendra Singh Yadav from
Patanjali Raipur. Flag hosting ceremonies
involving flags of Nepal, India, and Indonesia
further symbolized the spirit of international
camaraderie.
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Afternoons were devoted to cultural
activities, language learning sessions, and
group discussions. The language classes, a
unique initiative inspired by Bhai Ji, allowed
participants to learn and teach regional
languages such as Odia. This not only enhanced
linguistic skills but also fostered cultural
appreciation among attendees.

Youth Talk and Sustainable

Development

A major highlight was the Youth Talk and
Group Discussion sessions, moderated by
senior members like Vinay Gupta. Panelists
and speakers from across India and abroad
addressed topics aligned with the United
Nations Sustainable Development Goals
(SDGs). Notable contributors included Ayu
(Indonesia), Shree Sha (Nepal), Yash (Delhi),
Arupa (Odisha), Shivani (Chhattisgarh).

These discussions provided a platform for
exchanging ideas, fostering leadership, and
emphasizing the importance of sustainability in
contemporary times.

Talent Exchange

Participants actively engaged in sramdaan
(voluntary labor), which included sanitation
drives within the camp premises and visits to
local areas like Gosalas (cow shelters) and
villages. Such initiatives not only emphasized
the value of cleanliness but also instilled a sense

of community service.

The evenings were reserved for
community games such as "Kitne Bhai Kitne"
and "Machhli Pakad," fostering camaraderie and
teamwork. Talent exchange programs
showcased diverse regional skills, including
Sambalpuri Dance by Subhadra (Odisha),
Bihu Dance by Kanika (Assam), Weaving
Terracotta by Karunakaram (Tamil Nadu), Ring
Kabali by Tahir (Kashmir). These performances
highlighted the richness of India's cultural
heritage and provided a platform for artistic
expression.

The International Peace & Harmony Youth
Camp - 2023 successfully upheld the vision of its
founder, Bhai Ji, by promoting peace,
integration, and youth empowerment.

23rd National Children’s Festival

Lehragaga, Distt. Sangrur — Punjab | 27th Nov.-1st Dec.2023

Late Dr. S.N.Subba Rao (Bhai ji) made
tireless efforts to strengthen national unity and
integrity, communal harmony, brotherhood and
to awaken the spirit of patriotism among the
youth. He trained to lakhs of youth across the
country through organizing hundreds of youth
camp in different parts of the country.

He had described five-point programs for the
youth-respect the culture of manual work-
constructive programs, language programs
(learn another language), group discussion and
work to promote peace and harmony, all religion
prayers, group sports (sports without tools),
which pave the way for establishing peace and
non-violence in our society, country and the
world.

Bhai ji loved children very much. Bhai Ji was
called grandfather with ballon "Fugga wale Dada
ji" because he always kept balloons with him. As
soon as he met the children, he would inflate a
balloon and give it to them to bring a smile on
their faces.

After working with the youth for decades,
Bhai Ji realized that there is a need to develop
such values among children also so that moral
and valuable children can serve Mother India and
lead a civilized society in future. In which there is
a feeling of national unity, communal harmony
and equality of all religions. For this, about two
and a half decades ago, he started Children
Festival (Bal Anand Mahotsav) at the national
level.

An important feature of the National Children
Festival is the guests and the host children. 459
children come from all over the country and stay
separately in the homes of 459 local children for
four or five days. During this time, the children are
looked after by the parents of the host children.
During the day, children come to the camp site
dressed up and after the day's activities go back
to their host friend's house. Through this, children
not only learn the culture, language and lifestyle
of other states. It develops a strong relationship
and feelings of home in the other states.
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There were 21 National Children Festival
organized in different states with the participation
of 21 thousands children in the direction of Bhai ji,
in his lifetime. After the demise of our beloved
Bhai ji, this 23" National Children Festival is being
organized jointly by National Youth Project and
SEABA International Public School Leharagaga
from 27" November to 1
of December, 2023 in
the campus of SEABA
school with 459 children
from 14 states, in which
half children are locally.

The National
Children Festival 2023
started with much
fanfare, Children
organized a communal
harmony rally in
Leharagaga, which 4
received heart full
welcoming by the
public.
